SPED Teacher Assistants (with non-education degree)

to secure initial certification in special education by completing a second bachelor’s degree specifically in special education at a nearby university, in which case you would need to follow the steps provided below 

for “SPED Teacher Assistants (with no bachelor’s degree.)”

4. Complete Agreement for Future Employment in Special Education (form on home page “Links”).

5. Obtain transfer course approval (if needed to take course at another university center).

6. Complete university center’s graduate/non-degree application and pay applicable fee.

7. Complete university center’s registration process.

SPED Teacher Assistants (with no bachelor’s degree)

1. Complete CREATE application.

2. Provide copy of letter of acceptance in a state-approved, university BA/BS program in SPED.

3. Provide copy of current transcript of course credits and remaining courses to complete BA/BS degree.

4. Complete Agreement for Future Employment in Special Education (form on home page “Links”).

5. Obtain transfer course approval (if needed to take course at another university center).
